HISTORICAL ASPECT: Aristotle as a historian of philosophy, Vico, Voltaire,
Kant, Herder, Hegel, Leisegang, Windelband, Zeller, Dilthey, Hartmann,
Heidegger, Gadamer; history of philosophy and philosophy of history, historicity
and atemporality. PROBLEM ASPECT: periodization of the history of
philosophy, logic and necessity in development, history of the system, history of
problems, effective and reception history, the idea of progress, "Zeitgeist" and
the spiritual-historical context, the problem of tradition and prejudices; text and
interpretation; INTERPRETATIVE ASPECT: the methods of research and
presentation of history of philosophy (doxography, typology, deconstruction,
eclecticism, objectivism, historicism, hermeneutics, teleology); research and
synthesis; history of philosophy as a historical and metahistorical discipline;
history of philosophy as comunication; the heuristic function of history of
philosophy.
